FLOOD INSURANCE FOR YOUR UNIT — The usual disclaimer
~ applies, but the following might be useful, especially if you have a
= mortgage on your La Scala unit. The insurance agency handling
La Scala’s insurance, Lutgert Insurance, recently came up with a
. flood insurance program for our unit owners. As you will know, the
" building’s flood insurance is not being renewed and this means
that your lender may force-place flood insurance on your unit, at a
cost that may vary from approximately $3,000 to $8,000 per year.
Certainly contact your own insurer first, but if you are interested in
receiving a Lutgert quotation, contact Sonia Alderman at Lutgert

and her e-malil is salderman@|utgertinsurance.com. The Lutgert
. flood insurance policy for La Scala unit owners is with Lloyds,
through WNC First Insurance Services. Although individual
guotations may vary according to your floor level and square-
footage, a typical policy (example policy is based on an 8" floor
La Scala unit with a replacement cost of $1,000,000) has a
premium of $2,590 and includes $250,000 coverage (contents
coverage is not available on CBRA policies), with a $10,000 deductible. This policy does not include
loss-of-use coverage. The availability of this flood insurance coverage also means that prospective
buyers of La Scala units need not be concerned about taking out a loan and having exorbitantly
expensive flood insurance force-placed on their new unit.

YOUR PROPERTY TAX — Lee County’s online Tax Estimator is a tool for estimating what the taxes
will be on a particular piece of property, with assumptions about the future nature of the real estate
market and what tax rates will be assessed by the various taxing authorities in Lee County. Lee
County Property Appraiser’s Tax Estimator tool online can be found at:

The sales price of an individual property does not directly affect the assessed value used to calculate
taxes; the sales of like properties throughout the year, as well as other statistical and valuation
methods, are used to create the assessed value. As long as the Estimated Sales Price entered is a
reflection of the market, the assessed value used in the calculation will be a reasonable estimate. If
the Estimated Sales Price is significantly lower or higher than what other similar properties have sold
for, the results of the calculation will not be a reasonable estimate. Typically, real estate transactions
include costs such as real estate agent fees. When sales are used as part of
determining assessed values, an adjustment is made for those fees. For the
online Estimator, Lee County uses 90% of the entered sales price to
establish an assessed value. Your actual assessed value-to-sales-price ratio
may be higher or lower than this amount. The actual tax rate used to
calculate property taxes is set every year by the various taxing authorities in
Lee County. Historically, tax rates have fluctuated within a fairly narrow
range. The online Estimator uses the tax rate from the immediately previous
tax year. The actual tax rate may differ, based on the decisions made by
those taxing authorities. Okay, now read all of that again: there will be a test.

TIME TO ‘SUMMERIZE’ YOUR COMPUTER

As some of you head north for the summer, here are a few tips to keep your computer safe. UPDATE
ANTIVIRUS PROTECTION: Anytime you are away from your computer (even a few days), the first
thing you should do when you start the computer back up is update your antivirus protection. If a virus
has been released in the time your computer has been off, you will not be protected. It only takes a
few minutes, so that should be your first task: update your antivirus software. UNPLUG ALL THE
CABLES: If you leave your computer in Florida, be sure to unplug ALL the cables.




Unplug not only the power cord, but also the phone line or high-speed internet cable. If there are big
. . power surges or spikes (this is Florida),
dangerous voltage can travel up those cables. Be
safe: unplug. LABEL THE CABLES: If you are
taking your computer up north with you, put
labels on the cables before you unplug them.
Simply number little pieces of paper and tape
& them onto the cable. Then draw yourself a
d diagram of the computer with the numbers
28 pointing to the ports you unplugged from. It saves
a lot of head-scratching later on. SWITCH
BETWEEN PRINTERS: If you have a different
printer in each location, it is easy to switch
2 L W between them. Connect the cable to the current
: = printer when you get up north and turn both the
computer and printer on. The computer may recognize the printer as a new printer, if you plugged the
cable into a different port. If so, click START, then click DEVICES AND PRINTERS in Windows 7 (or
PRINTERS and FAXES in Windows XP). Check the model number of your current printer, then right-
click the corresponding icon. Left-click SET AS DEFAULT. Close the window and you're all set to
print. BRING THE CDs: Take the original CDs that came with your computer with you when you move
between locations. If anything should happen to your computer, a repair shop might need those CDs
to make the computer work again. BACK UP YOUR DATA: If you are not backing up your data, you
are obviously a daredevil and should think about learning to fly with a wing-suit (photo inset). Back up
your data now (documents, photos, music, address books, etc. Computers can break, get lost or
stolen. In many cases, data cannot be recovered. A backup is good insurance. Finally, be diligent
with your protection against spyware and viruses. Those threats remain the biggest cause of
computer damage and loss of data.
